MINUTES OF REGULAR BOARD MEETING

April 10, 2017
The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village office on Monday, April 10, 2017.
Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present:  Gerritts, Thompson, Windjue, Nelson and Stendahl.  Booth arrived late.
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied With:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Gerritts and seconded by Thompson to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on March 13, 2017, as printed.  Motion carried.

Appearances by Citizens and Others:  
A. JB Grangaard – Discussion of Prairie East Lots:  Grangaard appeared and spoke to the board that he was in favor of conjoining and selling Lots 29 & 30 at a reduced price.  He feels that it would be nice to have more lots sold in the development.  
Reports from officers:
A. Police Chief:  
a. Chief Marsolek reported that the new squad is going through the changeover in the next few days.  It would be ready in a week or so.
B. Zoning Commissioner:  
a. Jim Hallis – 601 Tower Drive - Building permit to place a 20’X40’ shed and driveway.  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Gerritts to approve the building permit and to add a driveway.  Motion carried.

b. Hallis Auto Repair – 203 5th Avenue S – Hang a 4’X4’ sign on the north side of the building.  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Thompson to approve the permit.  Motion carried.
C. Clerk:  
a. Spring Election Update – 301 voters which is about 45% turnout for the Village.  The day went smooth without any voter issues.

b. Temporary Class “B” License:  Beef River Bullfrogs – A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Windjue to approve the Class “B” Picnic License.  Motion carried.

Reports from Committees:

A. Finance:  

a. Possible sale of lots in Prairie East Addition – Discussion of the possible lot sales in the Prairie East Addition.  There was good discussion on consolidating lots and the possibility of reducing the cost on the remaining lots due to low interest in interested buyers.  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Gerritts to table the decision of the sale until the Finance Committee and Public Safety Committee had a chance to have further discussion on the sale.  Motion carried.  Stendahl abstained.  
B. Personnel:  

a. Personnel Committee had a meeting on April 5, 2017, to discuss the upcoming absence of an employee.  It is the committee recommendation to hire a temporary full-time and temporary part-time employee to assist in the absence this summer.  A motion was made by Stendahl and 2nd by Thompson to hire these two positions.  Motion carried.
C. Public Works: 
a. 2017 Street Project – There will be a pre-construction meeting scheduled in May to arrange the W Fir Street project. 
D. Public Safety:  Nothing to report.
E. Public Welfare:  Nothing to report.
F. Solid Waste Management:  Nothing to report.
G. Library Board Report: Nothing to report.
H. Joint Sewage Commission:  
a. Shore Land Restoration – Matt Nelson has emailed Kirstie Heidenreich and is waiting for her reply.
I. Miscellaneous:  
a. Solid Waste Disposal Agreement – Currently, the Village of Strum has a contract with LaCrosse County through June 30, 2023.  The new contract would extend through June 30, 2030.  There will be a Recycling Committee meeting scheduled to review the contract.
b. Concrete Disposal Site – There has been large quantities of concrete being dropped off that is not from the village.  The individual that had been dropping off the concrete has been talked to and warned.  The village will be looking into gating off the site to discourage drop offs.
Approval of Vouchers and Journal Entries:  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Stendahl to pay the following bills and approve all journal entries.  Check 38059 thru 38112.   Motion carried.

Adjournment:  A motion was made by Booth and seconded by Windjue to adjourn at 8:30 p.m.  Motion carried.
