Approval of minutes:

Appearances by Citizens and Others:   

A. Gareth Shambeau – Ayres Associates – Shambeau presented the seconded pay request from Gerke Excavating in the amount of $88,533.93.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Nelson to approve the pay request.  Motion carried.  Shambeau discussed a change order in the amount of $7,572.00 for 24 paving tops and bollards.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Bjerke to approve the change order that was submitted.  Motion carried.
B. Ryan Berge – 208 Oak Street – Berge addressed the Village Board in June regarding his neighbors at 208 Oak Street.  The resident submitted a building permit in June of 2022 and requested a variance to construct a garage within the 5-foot setback.  Berge stated that the foundation is 34 inches from the property line and the drip line of the roof is on the property line.  He is asking that the board see what can be done.  A motion the made by Berge and seconded by Thompson to have correspondence with Attorney Schaumberg to see what can be done.  Motion carried.
