President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Stendahl to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on July 12, 2021, as printed.  Motion carried.

Appearances by Citizens and Others:   

A. Hoot & Howl – Kelly Flynn:  Kelly is active in many community organizations and is setting up an event sponsored by Rod & Gun Club on October 23rd called Hoot & Howl.  This will consist of spooky trails, concession stand, games and bake sale.  The board is in favor of the event.
B. Brad Vold – Bullfrog Estates LLC – Brad addressed the board with concerns of the twin home development on 3rd Avenue S.  This development is behind his rental property on 4th Avenue.  There are piles of dirt/sand, tall grass and plastic fencing that looks horrible.  The board agreed and a letter will be sent to the owners giving them a warning to clean up the property or the village will take care of it and place a bill on their tax roll.
C. Junior Prudlick – Rod & Gun Club – Junior advised the board that the Rod & Gun Club has purchased a tractor with a mower attachment that will be utilized at the Strum Community Trails.
