Reports from officers:   
A. Clerk:
a. Property Taxes:  Property tax bills are printed and will be mailed out later this week.
Committees:  
A. Finance Committee:  
a. The Finance Committee will schedule a meeting to review the 2023 Viking Golf & Dine LLC Lease and schedule a time to meet with Missy and have her sign the new lease.
B. Personnel Committee:
a. Police Department Hiring Process:  Stendahl spoke with Chief Marsolek regarding the hiring of a new officer.  Marsolek would like to proceed with an officer from the part-time rooster pending obtaining the qualifications.
b. The flexible time off was reviewed.
C. Public Welfare:

b. Old Dock & Raft:  Olson has been asked about acquiring the old dock and raft that use to be in Crystal Lake.  A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Nelson to not sell them and see if the Village has a use for them in the future.  Motion carried.
c. Community Room Committee:  Boehne stated that with funds allocated to do a Community Room update, a committee needed to be formed.  Berge and Thompson are appointed as said committee members to head the project.
