Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Rindal to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on November 8, 2021, as printed.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Bjerke to approve the minutes from the Special Village Board Meeting held on November 29, 2021, as printed.  Motion carried.

Reports from officers:   
A. Clerk:  

a. Property & Personal Property Tax bills were mailed out on Friday, December 3, 2021.  

b. Mandy Kensmoe contacted the Village Office inquiring about having an Ice Princess Parade following the ice fishing contest in February.  She would like to have the set-up of the parade at Walnut Park and continue north on 5th Avenue to Woodland Park.  The consensus from the board members was that it would not be feasible to go down 5th Avenue with all of the vehicles parked and risk the chance of an accident.  A suggestion of the possibility of having it the Friday night beforehand would be a better option.  Bjerke will reach out to Kensmoe and inform her of the Boards suggestion. 
B. Zoning Commissioner:
a. David Frederikson – 40’X60’ Airplane Hanger:  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Nelson to table the building permit until a meeting is scheduled with the Village Assessor to have discussion on Personal Property taxes.  Motion carried.

Committees:  
A. Finance Committee:

a. Viking Golf Course:  Finance Committee met on December 8th, to review and discuss the submitted business plans.  The original recommendation was to stay with the current management but after further discussion, a motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Nelson to extend the current lease for 30 days and request financial from them for review.  The entire board will meet and review the documents and make some possible changes to the current lease.  Motion carried.
b. Viking Flying Club Property Transfer:  A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Thompson to approve the 80’ X 560’ village property to the Viking Flying Club for $1.  Nay - Stendahl, Nelson and Bjerke.  Aye – Berge, Thompson, Boehne and Rindal.  Motion carried.
