The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village office on Monday, February 10, 2020.
Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Deputy Clerk, Louise Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present:  Berge, Thompson, Heidenreich, Nelson and Stendahl.  Windjue was absent.
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied With:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Thompson to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on January 13, 2020, as printed.  Motion carried.

Appearances by Citizens and Others:   

A. Pastor Tom Kresal:    Pastor Kresal inquired about renting the Village Hall on a regular basis for church services.  He also inquired about a zoning stipulation for building a church in the Village.  A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Stendahl to rent the Village Hall to Pastor Kresal when it is available.

Reports from officers:   
A. Clerk:
a. Operator’s License:  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Nelson to approve the Operator’s License for Matthew Glasspoole for Countryside Cooperative.  Motion carried.
b. Report of Audit:  Boehne reported that the audit went well and that the auditors are continuing to compile their information.
c. Property & Liability Insurance Renewal:  Boehne reported that the insurance renewal date is the same day as our next board meeting.  He would discuss this with Michelle when she is back in the office.
Committees:  
A. Finance:  
a. Closing on February 18, 2020 for lots:   The meeting is scheduled regarding the school property lots at All Title Services in Eau Claire at 4 p.m. 
b. Special Finance Meeting:  A special meeting is scheduled February 19, 2020, 6 p.m. to approve the monthly bills and further discussion on these property lots.
B. Public Welfare:  

a.  Campground Picnic Table Repair:  The boards for the tables have been purchased and when time permits, tables are to be brought to the shop for repairs.

b. Update from Committee Meeting:  By converting some of our lawns to native or prairie grasses, we could eliminate approximately 6.25 acres of mowing.  This would be spaced over time and done in steps to do correctly.  Volunteer help could easily cut costs to make it affordable.  Suggested to put in next year’s budget, but to table it until next month meeting. We were not to ban swimming, but removing the dock would possibly help as the water isn’t good for swimming.  Also, by removing the sand and laying black dirt is another suggestion.  A reminder, February 24, 2020, 6:30 p.m., a meeting regarding baseball field improvements will be held.

c. Joint Sewerage Update:  Memo:  All projects in place by September 1, 2020.

d. Library Committee Meeting Update:  Nothing to report.  The Library Board will meet March 18, 2020, and discussion of the Library Conference Room rental will be addressed at that time.

Miscellaneous:

a. Community Room Maintenance Updates:  Nelson suggested that we should budget to fix up the ceiling and floor tiles and paint.

b. Flowers:  Berge has already ordered the hanging baskets for this summer.  Watering the baskets is an issue.  Suggested that the workers water them during the week and volunteers water on the weekend.  No further discussion.

Adjournment:  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Berge to adjourn at 8:00 p.m.  Motion carried.
