The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village Community Room on Monday, February 14, 2022.
Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present:  Berge, Thompson, Stendahl, Nelson Rindal and Bjerke. 
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied with:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Thompson to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on January 10, 2022, as printed.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Nelson to approve the minutes from the Caucus held on January 10, 2022, as printed.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Bjerke to approve the minutes from the Special Village Board Meeting held on January 17, 2022, as printed.  Motion carried.

Appearances by Citizens and Others:   

A. None.
Reports from officers:   
A. Clerk:  
a. Tax Collection Update:  The 2021 tax season is complete, and the collections were up from 2020 tax season.  There are currently 41 delinquent Property Tax bills in the amount of $60,738.74 and 6 Personal Property Tax bills delinquent in the amount of $848.64.
b. Audit Update:  We received the 2020 Financial Statements.  CLA stated that they did drop the ball on the 2020 Audit and that this year it will be completed earlier. The 2021 Audit was started the week of January 24, 2022.  Clifton Larson Allen did a virtual audit again this year and it went really well.  Loken is hoping things will be wrapped up soon.
c. Operator’s License:  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Thompson to approve the Operator’s License for Gracie L. Evenson.  Motion carried.
Committees:  
A. Finance Committee:

a. Finance Committee met on January 10th to review the costs allocated to the school property lots.  The Finance Committee is recommending that the 14 lots be sold for the price of $20,000 per lot.  Berge met with EXP Realty to discuss the possibility of having them market the Spruce Street Subdivision as well as the remaining lots in the Prairie East Addition.  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Berge to sell the lots in the new Spruce Street Addition at $20,000 and have EXP Realty market the lots with an 11% markup as their commission.  This contract will be a minimum of 3 years.  Motion carried.
B. Public Welfare:

a. The committee had a meeting on January 20, 2022 and had discussions on the fence repair and lights at Spangberg Field.  A motion was made be Berge and seconded by Thompson to replace the lights with LED lights and proceed with changing them all over to LED in the future.  Motion carried.
C. Public Safety:

a. The committee had a meeting on January 20, 2022, to review the ordinances regarding pole barns and garages.  It is the consensus of the committee to leave the ordinances as it is with no changes.

D. Recycling Committee:

a. The Recycling Committee was scheduled for February 9th, but not all members could make the meeting, so it will be rescheduled.
E. Personnel Committee:
a. Stendahl reported that there will be a meeting scheduled the week of February 21st to discuss some things.
F. Miscellaneous:

a. ATV/UTV Routes:  There was discussion on the proposed ATV/UTV Routes from Trempealeau County.  The Village Board would like the route to be directed from County Road D down 4th Avenue to Maple Street, then to 3rd Avenue to be able to access the trail.  Loken will inform Trempealeau County.
b. 3rd Avenue S Street Dedication:  Bullfrog Estates submitted a letter to the Village Board dedicating 3rd Avenue S to the Village.  A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Thompson to request the maps of the underground utilities and once we receive that information, we will take ownership of the street.  Motion carried.
Approval of Vouchers:  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Rindal to pay the following bills.  Check #’s 5610 thru 5680.   Motion carried.

Adjournment:  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Rindal to adjourn at 8:00 p.m.  Motion carried.
