Approval of minutes:

Appearances by Citizens and Others:   

A. Grandma’s Lunch Wagon:    Kayla Vogler, who operates a 3rd generation lunch wagon, came to address the village board.  She is looking to have the ability to operate her lunch wagon at a location within the village.  She typically has it at auctions and festivals but due to Covid, she is wanting to change the operation.  It was brought up that she might be able to utilize the Crystal Lake Garage parking lot or the possibility of Robbe Parkway. 
Reports from officers:   

A. Clerk:
a. Report of Audit:  Loken reported that the audit went well and that the auditors are continuing to compile their information.
b. Property & Liability Insurance Renewal:  Loken reported that the insurance renewal date is March 9th.  She is working on receiving the renewal information with our representative and will have it at the next meeting.
Committees:  
A. Finance:  
a. Closing on Lot 49 in the Prairie East Addition:   The village was contacted by a couple that wanted to purchase Lot 49.  The information was sent to J&D Abstract and they will prepare the information and will get a closing date set.
B. Public Works:
a. Spruce Street Project:  Gareth Shambeau met with Dean and Brad regarding the Spruce Street project.  The water flow was discussed as well as the development of the school lots.  Ayres will be doing simulation to show what the flow would be with an open ditch.  Gareth will have more information for the March board meeting.
C. Library Board:

a. Board Resignations:  Boehne reported that there are two library board members that are resigning, Joan Tonn and Linda Nielson.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Thompson to accept the resignations and appoint Alison Christ and Keshia Semingson to fill the open positions.  Motion carried.
D. Miscellaneous:
a. Strum Community Trails:  Stendahl has been working with the Rod & Gun Club on the trails on the village property.  They will be applying for grant funds and will be needing a Resolution from the Village stating that they approve the work and funds dedicated to the trail improvements.
b. Dam Breakout:  The dam stop logs broke out on February 6th, and caused the lake to drop excessively.  Boehne will talk with Gary Barone and have him speak with the DNR representative to see what the proper procedures are in this case.
