Meeting called to order:

President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Windjue and seconded by Nelson to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on December 10, 2018, as printed.  Motion carried.

Appearances by Citizens and Others:   

A. GAL Ventures:  Building proposal to remodel the old antique store into an office in the front of the store with a two bedroom apartment in the back.  Kevin wanted to see if the board would approve the permit before making an offer on the building.  The board members thought it would be a great addition to the downtown area.

B. Clerk:
a. Picnic License:  Strum Rod & Gun Club Ice Fishing Contest February 9, 2019 - A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Thompson to approve the Picnic License.  Motion carried.  
Committees:  
A. Public Works:  
a. 2019 Street Project:  Ayres Associates will proceed with a full estimate for the street project to include 4th Ave N. and Cedar Street alternate.  Ayres will have surveyors out to include those other locations.  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Windjue to increase the construction design and do further surveying for the street project at the cost to not exceed $8700.00.  Motion carried.
B. Public Safety:
a. Committee Meeting:   A committee meeting was held, Tuesday, January 8th, 2019 to address ordinances regarding storage pods and garbage hauling.  A Garbage Hauler Ordinance was drafted and submitted for board approval.  As for the storage pods, the board agreed that they should not be a permanent structure but only temporary.  The committee will work on getting the ordinance in place.
b. Strum-Unity Fire Department:  Chief Greg Rindal addressed the board regarding the need for the department to start designing a primary engine.  The current engine is approximately 20 years old and is outdated.  Rindal is requesting that a committee be set up consisting of representatives from the district to design and work together on the department purchase.  Josh Stendahl from the board volunteered for representation of Strum.

C. Library Board Report:   The Strum Public Library has extended the hours of the library to open at 9:00 am.  The schedule is as follows:  Monday 9:00 am to 4:00 pm, Tuesday-Thursday 9:00 am to 7:30 pm, Friday 9:00 am to 4:00 pm, and Saturday 9:00 am to 12:00 pm.
D. Joint Sewage Commission:  

a. Joint Sewerage Commission had a meeting regarding the alert system and mixer repairs.  A motion was made by Gerritts and seconded by Stendahl to upgrade the cellular phone alert system to a landline system in the approximate amount of $7000.00 and to rebuild the mixer with the estimate of $5000.00.  Motion carried.
E. Roll call vote to go into closed session pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.85(1)(c) to discuss Village employee concerns.  Gerritts – yes, Thompson – yes, Windjue – yes, Nelson – yes, Stendahl – yes, and Boehne – yes.
