Approval of minutes:

A.  Kristie Heidenrich—Comprehensive County Land Use Update:  Ideas of zoning our village similar to towns around us, wise decisions of our land use and revising the land to village growth are the following:

· Residential development

· Be more specific with the land instead of all agricultural

· Zone properly

· Aware of how property is being used

· Ask opinions of other townships their viewpoints
B.  Kevin Lien—Introduction of Phosphorus Trading:  Invest in better conservation practices in treating our excess phosphorus with one of two options:


· Upgrade our treatment plant

· Pollutant trading with agriculture owners by means of conservation tillage, cover crops, barnyard control, stream bank restoration, etc.  Partner with land owners to reduce phosphorus in our waters.

C. Clerk:  
a. Easter Seals Wisconsin Recycling Program:  Dean Boehne requested approval of providing a clothing recycling bin at our recycling center.  They would monitor the program and recycle all clothing, whether it would be for reusable clothing or used in other ways.  Our recycling center would not be responsible to manage or supervise the bin.  A motion made by Thompson and seconded by Booth to approve the Easter Seal Wisconsin Program and to provide space at our recycling center for their bin.  Motion carried.
