The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village office on Monday, July 8, 2019.
Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present:  Berge, Windjue, Heidenreich, Nelson and Stendahl.  Thompson was absent.  
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied With:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Windjue to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on June 10, 2019, as printed.  Motion carried.

Reports from officers:   
A. Zoning Commissioner:

a. Thomas Lyga – 512 E Walnut Street:  Building permit to replace current deck with an expansion.  A motion was made by Windjue and seconded by Nelson to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.

b. Shawn Peil – 220 Oak Street:  Building permit to build a 14’X28’ garage.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Berge to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.

c. Chuck Thompson – 507 Pine Street:  Building permit to construct a covered deck.  A motion was made by Windjue and seconded by Heidenreich to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.
B. Clerk:
a. Picnic License for KevFest:  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Windjue to approve.  Motion carried.  

b. Operator’s License:  A motion was made by Windjue and seconded by Heidenreich to approve the Operator’s License for Laurel A. Rilley for M & M Bar.   Motion carried.
Committees:  
A. Personnel:  
a. The Flexible Time-off report was reviewed.  Boehne reported that the compensatory time has been kept to a minimum throughout the construction project.  
B. Public Works:  
a. 2019 Street Project:  Gareth Shambeau from Ayres Associates had submitted the second pay request from Haas & Son. This makes payment for approximately 80% of the project.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Nelson to pay the payment request in the amount of $305,888.52.  Motion carried.

a. Committee will schedule a meeting.

D. Solid Waste Management:
ORDINANCE # 32-95 SOLID WASTE HAULER LICENSE  

Sec. 12-1763 – Solid Waste or Recyclable Hauler License.

In applying for a Village of Strum Solid Waste or Recyclable Hauler License, applicant agrees that compliance by the applicant with the following shall be a condition of the issuance of and the continuation of the license:

(1)
Compliance with all ordinances, rules and regulations whether in existence at the time of issuance of the license or enacted subsequent thereto, which ordinances include, but specifically are not limited to, the Village of Strum Recycling Ordinance.  

(2) 
All solid waste handled by the licensee, which is generated at the Strum/Unity Recycling Center or within the Village of Strum, must be transported to the LaCrosse County RFD facility in accordance with the terms of the existing contract between the Village of Strum and Township of Unity and LaCrosse County; or to such other facilities as Strum/Unity shall designate or agree upon.  This does not include demolition refuse.  Licensee must submit to the Village of Strum Clerk an annual report of total tonnage hauled to landfill or incinerator complexes.

(3)
Licensee is required to comply with and inform their clients and customers of state and local recycling law requirements.  These requirements and information can be included in billings, garbage bag packages, or direct mail.  Recyclables cannot be included in garbage bags dropped off at the recycling center or at curbside pickup.

(4) 
Licensee must maintain on file a copy of the license and any rules, ordinance or regulations from Strum/Unity given to it.  Haulers must carry liability insurance.

EFFECTIVE DATE.  This ordinance shall take effect after passage and publication.
