MINUTES OF REGULAR BOARD MEETING
VILLAGE BOARD OF TRUSTEES

IN THE VILLAGE OFFICE

July 9, 2018
The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village office on Monday, July 9, 2018.
Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present:  Gerritts, Thompson, Windjue, Booth, Nelson and Stendahl.  
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied With:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Thompson to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on June 11, 2018, as printed.  Motion carried.

Appearances by Citizens and Others: 

A. Dell Construction:  Toby Beigel appeared regarding the Bullfrog Estates that are to be developed on 3rd Avenue South.  He stated that he had everything in order for this development to proceed with the construction.  He was informed by the village that we have not yet received approval from the DNR for storm water retention nor water/wastewater extension.  The driveway will be starting at the end of 3rd Avenue S. and will be the responsibility of them as well as the water/wastewater maintenance but will remain to have a public easement.
Reports from officers:   
A. Zoning Commissioner:
a. Barnhardt Fence Update:  A certified letter was sent to the property owner and the resident stating that the property was not in compliance with the zoning ordinance regarding construction of a fence.  Moltzau spoke to the resident on Oak Street and discussed that the current fence was not in compliance and needed to be corrected.  The resident complied and took down the fence and placed a chain linked fence on the property.
B. Clerk:

a. Cigarette License:  A motion was made by Windjue and seconded by Booth to approve the cigarette license for Viking Golf & Dine, LLC.  Motion carried.

b. Operator’s License:  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Windjue to approve the following.  Motion carried.
i. Jennifer L. Benning – Countryside Coop

ii. Sarah A. Minderman – Viking Golf & Dine LLC

iii. Sandy Jo Svoma – Viking Golf & Dine LLC
c. Fireworks Permit:   A motion was made by Windjue and seconded by Gerritts to approve the following fireworks permits.  Motion carried.
i. KevFest – July 21, 2018 – Crystal Lake Campground Pavilion 
d. Temporary Class “B” License:  Beef River Bullfrogs for August 10-12, 2018 - A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Nelson to approve the license.  Motion carried.
Committees:  
A. Personnel:
a. Personnel Committee met and discussed the hiring process for a Public Works employee.  A job description was created as well as a job description for a Supervisor.  Stendahl will be sending information to the clerk to have the position placed in the paper.  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Gerritts to accept the notice of retirement on November 9, 2018 from employee Craig Moltzau.  Motion carried.
b. The committee recommended to the board to hire Nick Bergeron as a part-time employee to help with the recycling center and mowing in parks.  

B. Finance:  
a. Gareth Shambow from Ayres Associates discussed and presented a Master Agreement for Services.  This would bill for supplements and would allow us to contact Ayres when we would need them.  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Gerritts to approve the Master Agreement with Ayres.
C. Public Welfare:
a. The committee had a meeting with Sorenson regarding further details with the Bullfrog tournament coming up in August.  Sorenson stated that he has help to do some painting and put shingles on the concession stand.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Nelson to purchase shingles and paint for the projects that need to be done by the Bullfrog team.  Motion carried.
D. Solid Waste Management:
a. A meeting was held July 2nd to discuss the financial situation of the recycling center.  It was discussed that the surrounding municipalities and townships will be approached to help funding of the center, if not, services to their residents will be declined.  
E. Miscellaneous:  
a. The village received a bid from Mauer Roofing regarding the repair of the Village Hall/Shop building roof.  The bid came in at $36,490.00 with the additional cost of $3,930.00 for gutters.  Bertrang Roofing is submitting a bid as well; but has not yet been received.  This will be discussed at a later meeting.
b. Stendahl wanted to address the Fireworks Permits.  He stated that he had conversations with a few residents that do not particularly like fireworks and suffer from PTSD.  He stated that the ordinance needs to be enforced.
c. As discussion of the beach was brought up, the algae and weeds have taken over.  Peter Berge had a suggestion that a pump could be installed to keep the water circulating within the bay area.  This would help stop the algae from settling in the beach area.  Also, the weeds along the rocks are getting high.  Leland Christianson from North American Fly has offered to spray the weeds along the rocks.  This will be a donation from Christianson.
Approval of Vouchers and Journal Entries:  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Gerritts to pay the following bills and approve all journal entries.  Check #’s 38897 thru 38945.   Motion carried.

Adjournment:  A motion was made by Gerritts and seconded by Thompson to adjourn at 8:25 p.m.  Motion carried.
