MINUTES OF REGULAR BOARD MEETING
VILLAGE BOARD OF TRUSTEES

IN THE VILLAGE OFFICE

June 11, 2018
The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village office on Monday, June 11, 2018.
Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present:  Gerritts, Thompson, Windjue, Booth and Nelson.  Stendahl was absent.
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied With:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Gerritts and seconded by Thompson to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on May 14, 2018, as printed.  Motion carried.

Appearances by Citizens and Others: 

A. Scott Sorenson:  Sorenson appeared to inform the Village Board that the Beef River Bullfrogs obtained the bid to hold the WBA Tournament at Spangberg Field on August 10-12, 2018.  He pointed out some issues that needed to be worked on beforehand so the field is in pristine condition.  There is a light that is out in the outfield that he would like looked at.  There are sapling trees that are growing through the outfield fence that need to be removed.  He was wondering if they could get some Round-Up to spray the infield for weeds as well as re-distributing the dirt in the infield.  Another issue they for see is seating.  He was hoping that a couple of more sets of bleachers could be brought in for additional seating as well as picnic tables.  The roof on the old concession stand is curling and needs to be shingled.  The new concession stand should be painted and needs additional work.  They are paying $2,000 to host the tournament and have a budget set at $3,500-$4,000.   With what the Bullfrogs intend to make on the tournament, they are putting that towards half of the cost to fix the irrigation system at the field.
B. Roger Klopp:  Klopp appeared to discuss the drainage by his residence at 314 Maple Street.  He stated that after a rain fall, there is water that sits in the street for hours and backs up to his property.  He suggested that a portion of the curb be cut out to allow the drainage to happen.  In the winter, the ice buildup is a problem as well because of the inability to drain properly.  The Public Works Department will check in to this and see what can be the remedy for this problem.
Reports from officers:   
A. Zoning Commissioner:
a. Alix Hurlburt – 515 5th Ave S:  Building permit to construct a 10’X12’ deck and backyard fence.  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Gerritts to approve the building permit after verifying that the fence regulations are relayed to the property owner.  Motion carried.

b. Barnhardt Fence Update:  Moltzau told Barnhardt some time ago that the fence was put up incorrectly and that it needed to be fixed.  It still has not been corrected.  The Village Board stated a letter should be mailed to the property owner and Barnhardt.  The letter should stipulate a time frame of 30 days for this to be corrected or a fine will be assessed. 
B. Clerk:

a. Dog Licenses:  Loken sent out 67 letters to village residents that have delinquent dogs.  The dog owners were given two weeks to license their animals or citations would be issued.  Law enforcement will be given the list of unlicensed dogs for citations.
b. Picnic License:  KevFest on July 21, 2018 - A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Nelson to approve the Picnic License.  Motion carried

Committees:

A. Finance:  
a. Open Book was held on May 24th in the Clerk’s Office and there wasn’t any property owners that appeared.  Board of Review was held on June 4th in the Clerk’s Office and there were no appearances for that as well.  There have been numerous sales within the village over the past year.
B. Personnel:
a. The Village Board received a letter from Craig Moltzau stating his intent to retire on November 9, 2018.  He has spoken to WRS and will have 16 ½ years in with them.  Personnel Committee will set up a meeting to address the timeline of hiring a replacement.  
C. Public Safety:  
a. A committee meeting will be set up to discuss a business district ordinance.
D. Public Welfare:
a. The committee had a meeting on May 22nd to discuss the Crystal Lake Campground Agreement and to discuss seasonal agreements for campers.  It was discussed that they will not be put into effect for 2018 but will implement for 2019.  There was discussion that we will pay Nick & Jess Bergeron $250.00 a month for up keep on the flower beds around the village.  There was discussion of ordering new banners for the downtown poles.  The approximate cost would be $650.00 to stay with the design that we currently have.  A motion was made by Windjue and seconded by Nelson to proceed with the order through Supreme Graphics.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Booth to contact Stacy Nelson from Drop Zone Potables to put porta-pottys at Woodland Park, Walnut Park and below the dam.  Motion carried.

E. Public Works:  
a. The DNR has to issue authorization that they are in agreement for the extension on 3rd Avenue.  The submission of plans for the Bullfrog Estates will need to be submitted.

F. Solid Waste Management:
a. The recycling center has showed a loss for some time and there needs to be a meeting to see what can be done.  A meeting will be scheduled to discuss the increase of the contributions from the neighboring townships.
G. Joint Sewerage Commission:
a. 2017 Eleva-Strum Joint Sewerage Commission CMAR:  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Thompson to adopt Resolution #2018-1, the annual report that is sent to the DNR.  Motion carried.

H. Miscellaneous:  
a. 2017 Strum CMAR:  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Gerritts to adopt Resolution #2018-2, the annual report sent to the DNR.   Motion carried.
b. There has been more illegal dumping at the brush/compost site.  There have been numerous items such as tables, furniture, pallets and lumber.  There are many people that use it that are not Village of Strum residents.  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Windjue to have a 4’X4’ sign made and installed that states “Village of Strum Residents Brush & Compost Only”.  Motion carried.
Approval of Vouchers and Journal Entries:  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Windjue to pay the following bills and approve all journal entries.  Check #’s 38837 thru 38896.   Motion carried.

Adjournment:  A motion was made by Windjue and seconded by Nelson to adjourn at 9:31 p.m.  Motion carried.
