The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village office on Monday, June 12, 2017.
Meeting called to order:

Reports from Committees:

A. Finance:  

a. Repair of shared lot on Chestnut Court – There was discussion regarding the damage from the rain water run-off on the lot that was sold to Gilbertson and Cegielski.  We hold interest in the property because of the drainage from the development.  There was a bid from Oium Asphalt to repair it by bringing in rock and fill.  This bid is $8000.00.  The recommendation is the cost would be split three ways, between Gilbertson, Cegielski and the Village of Strum.  A motion was made by Gerritts and seconded by Nelson to proceed with the repair of the lot at that price of $8,000.00.  Motion carried.
B. Personnel:  Nothing to report.
C. Public Works: 
a. 2017 Street Project – The W Fir Street project was started on June 5th.  They have had some issues with some water main breaks and other small issues.  There was a change order issued for a mix-up on the manhole by 5th Avenue.  There was a considerable drop off that requires extra materials.  This change order will be contested due to the approximate cost of $2,000.00.  This was a discrepancy by the surveyor of the engineers.   The project has been going really well and moving ahead of schedule.

F. Solid Waste Management:  Nothing to report.
G. Library Board Report: Nothing to report.
H. Joint Sewage Commission:  
a. Shore Land Restoration – Soil samples were taken on June 9, 2017.  The results will come at a later date.  Mike Davy suggested that we do rip rap in certain areas that are in need.  The cost is approximately $20,000 for the three sections he suggested.  This will be discussed at a later date.
b. 2016 Eleva-Strum Joint Sewerage Commission CMAR:  A motion was made by Gerritts and seconded by Thompson to adopt Resolution #2017-1, the annual report that is sent to the DNR.  Motion carried.

I. Miscellaneous:  
a. Thompson brought up the condition of the flower beds throughout the village.  They are in need some work and attention with both weeding and mulch. The trimming and weeding have not been done.  Brad Olson had spoken with Nick Bergeron and he will be helping out with mowing, trimming and small jobs in the village this summer.
b. Dave Lyga from the Trempealeau County Highway Department has contacted the village regarding constructing a sand storage shed.  In order to construct the shed, they would like to purchase a 100 feet of property to the west of the county shop.  They would be responsible for having it surveyed and appraised. 
c. 2016 Strum CMAR:  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Thompson to adopt Resolution #2017-2, the annual report sent to the DNR.   Motion carried.
