MINUTES OF REGULAR BOARD MEETING

June 12, 2023
The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village Community Room on Monday, June 12, 2023.
Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present:  Berge, Thompson, Nelson, Rindal and Bjerke.   Stendahl was absent.
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied with:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Bjerke to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on May 8, 2023, as printed.  Motion carried.

Appearances by Citizens and Others:   

A. Tim Mitchell – Water Service Connection – Brad Olson obtained a bid from NL Stock in the amount of $11,534.00 to cut concrete and place a new water line into Mitchell’s business.  Berge stated that he felt that the Village has some responsibility in covering a portion of the cost due to the fact the Village did not install the service line years ago.  Mitchell stated that he would be willing to do the cutting of the concrete and would contact Chad Nyseth to see if he would be able to do the installation of the service line.  Mitchell will get back to the board with an estimate.
B. Tate Williams – Crosswalk – Williams requested three months ago at a Village Board meeting if they would look into a crosswalk at the intersection of 5th Avenue N & Elm Street.  Brad Olson had checked with Trempealeau County Highway Department regarding this, and they would be fine with having a crosswalk.  A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Thompson to contact the Trempealeau County Highway Department to have them paint a crosswalk with hashmarks between 5th Avenue N & Elm Street.  Motion carried.
C. ESYA Representative – A member from the ESYA requested permission to install a storage shed and batting cage at the ballfield by the Viking Golf Course.  He was advised that the property is leased by the Strum Community Foundation and that they would have to grant permission.  They would then come to the Village Board for final approval.
D. Ryan Berge – 208 Oak Street – Ryan Berge discussed the situation with his neighbors at 208 Oak Street.  In June 2021, a building permit was submitted to build a garage with a variance request to build within the 5-foot setback.  Ryan Berge agreed that he was fine with the variance and the board approved the permit.  Since the garage being built, the eve of the garage is directly on his property line.  Berge is requesting that the board approve the property owner’s permission to install a fence on the property line to define his property.  The Village Board would be fine with this.  Berge will talk with the neighbors and let them know.

c. Update of PFAS Sampling:  Brad Olson received the results from the PFAS sampling.  The test results came back as non-detected.  The Village will have to have three consecutive quarters with non-detected test results.
C. Joint Sewerage Commission:  
a. 2022 Eleva-Strum Joint Sewerage Commission CMAR:  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Thompson to adopt Resolution #2023-1; the annual report to be sent to the DNR.  Motion carried.
D. Miscellaneous:
a. 2022 Strum CMAR:  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Thompson to adopt Resolution #2023-2; the annual report to be sent to the DNR.   Motion carried.
b. Community Room Update:  The community room has a few more things to be completed. Libersky has been contacted to finalize the project.  Dave Berge will follow up with him.
c. Woodland Park Update:  The electrical needs to be done at the pavilion.  This will complete the project.
d. Pickle Ball Court:  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Thompson to have two pickle ball courts painted at the dead-end section of Spruce Street and to purchase removable nets.  Motion carried.
e. Viking Golf & Dine:  Berge stated that the roof is leaking badly above the kitchen at the Viking.  He received a quote for the supplies in the amount of $3,715.00.  With the supplies and labor, the project should not exceed $8,000.00.  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Nelson to proceed with getting the roof fixed.  Motion carried.
Approval of Vouchers:  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Rindal to pay the following bills.  Check #’s 6448 thru 6506.   Motion carried.

Adjournment:  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Nelson to adjourn at 8:29 p.m.  Motion carried.
