The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village office on Monday, June 13, 2016.

Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:32 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present: Gerritts, Thompson, Windjue, Booth, and Nelson.  Stendahl was absent.
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied With:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Gerritts to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on May 9, 2016, as printed. Motion carried.

A. Dave Ness & Jeff Wensel Land Annexation: Discussion of annexing two different parcels into the Village of Strum.  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Thompson that we would approve and accept an ordinance if it was drafted and brought back to the board.  Motion carried.

A. Police Chief:  Chief Marsolek has had two businesses, Doug’s Trucking & Excavating and Barneson Insurance, which have made donations towards Green Bay Packer cards for the elementary kids.  The cards will be ordered next week.

c. Operator’s License:

ii. Robert C. Burman – Countryside Cooperative- A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Taylor to approve the Operator’s License.  Motion carried.
d. Picnic License:  Motion made by Booth and second by Thompson to approve the Temporary Class “B” License for the Beef River Bullfrogs and Strum Community Foundation.  Motion carried.

e. Dance License:  Motion made by Nelson and second by Thompson to approve the Dance License Application for Strum Community Foundation. Motion carried.

f. Tri-County Communications Phone Bid:  A bid to upgrade for our current phone system to be replaced, as well as to fiber optic lines, was given to us by TCC.  It was for the total of $2724.00.  There were a few changes that could be done regarding the number of multi-line telephones that are needed that would change the quote slightly.  This will be taken into consideration for the 2017 Budget.
Reports from Committees:

A. Personnel:  
a. Deputy Clerk Position:  The Personnel Committee interviewed four candidates for the Deputy Clerk position.  They made a recommendation to hire Louise Loken.  A motion was made by Gerritts and seconded by Nelson to approve the hiring of Louise Loken as Deputy Clerk.  Motion carried.
b. Summer Help:  Nelson brought up the possibility of having help if needed throughout the summer.  Jim Shermo was contacted and would be available to help if needed.  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Thompson to give Dean Boehne the authority to have a part-time person fill in as needed for the public works department.  Motion carried.
B. Finance: 
a. Strum Community Foundation:  The lease between the Village of Strum and the Strum Community Foundation is completed.  The president and vice president will need to sign the lease.
C. Public Works: 
a. Bid on water tower:  Brad Olson received a bid from Lane Tank regarding the painting of the tower inside and out.  The bid is approximately $105,000.00.  This will be reviewed while preparing the 2017 Budget.
D. Public Safety:  
a. Property at 22 – 5th Avenue N: There have been many complaints and concerns of the condition of the laundromat.  The outside of the building is dilapidated and is an eye sore to the downtown area.  It was suggested that a letter be sent to the property owner regarding the concerns.
b. Rustad Land Detachment:  A motion was made by Gerritts and seconded by Nelson to approve the Amended Ordinance 2015-1, Keith Rustad’s land detachment from the Village of Strum into the Township of Unity.  Motion carried.
E. Public Welfare:  Nothing to report.
F. Solid Waste Management:  Nothing to report.
G. Library Board Report: 
a. Thompson state that there has been a new sign ordered for the library and will be installed soon.
H. Joint Sewage Commission: 
a. A meeting needs to be set up with Davy Engineering, Trempealeau County Land Management and the DNR regarding phosphorus trading.  Michelle will arrange a meeting time and place.

b. 2015 Eleva-Strum Joint Sewerage Commission CMAR:  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Booth to adopt Resolution #2015-1, the annual report that is sent to the DNR.  Motion carried.
I. Miscellaneous:  
a. Estimate of building demolition:  Doug’s Trucking & Excavating gave a bid on demolition of building across from the Viking Golf & Dine.  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Thompson to grant the bid of $1400.00 to Doug Tollefson to knock building over, burn the building and pick up the debris.  Motion carried.
b. 2015 Strum CMAR:  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Windjue to adopt Resolution #2015-2, the annual report sent to the DNR.   Motion carried.
c. Goose Round-up:  Brad Olson reported that 3 other communities will also be doing a round-up in the area.  It will take place the last week of June, during the molting period of the geese.  We are allowed to take up to 150 birds.
Approval of Vouchers and Journal Entries: A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Nelson to pay the following bills and approve all journal entries. Check #’s 37489 thru 37546. Motion carried.
Adjournment: A motion was made by Gerritts and seconded by Thompson to adjourn at 8:50 p.m. Motion carried.
