E. Public Welfare: 
a. Parks & Recreation Committee Meeting:  There was a meeting last week and the basketball courts are in at Walnut Park.  The holes for the hoops will be dug on Friday during the Build Day.  Build Day for Crystal Lake Park is scheduled for Friday, June 12th at 10:00 am.  Opening day dedication will be Saturday, June 20th.  There will be a DJ and the Viking Golf & Dine will have food available to purchase.  Amanda Taylor had spoken to Barry regarding the aluminum can trailer. Barry Christianson has a “wish” list that he would like done.  Taylor brought up the idea of having park benches.  There are benches that individuals could purchase in memory or in honor of someone.  The cost per bench is approximately $400 per bench.  The more benches that are ordered, the better the price.  Taylor was wondering if the $3,000 that was allocated for the Goose Roundup could be used for the park bench project.  This cannot be done.
