MINUTES OF REGULAR BOARD MEETING

March 11, 2019
The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village office on Monday, March 11, 2019.
Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:33 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present:  Gerritts, Thompson, Windjue, Nelson and Stendahl.  Booth was absent.
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied With:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Windjue to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on February 11, 2019, as printed.  Motion carried.

Reports from officers:   
A. Zoning Commissioner:

a. Blade Millworks came in to talk with Brad Olson regarding a building that collapsed due to the heavy snow.  They are planning on repairing the building just as it was.  No permit will be needed as it is to rebuild what was existing. 
Committees:  
A. Personnel:  
a. The Flexible Time-off report was discussed.  With all of the snow and inclement weather, compensatory time has been accumulated by the Public Works Department employees.  They have been and will continue to use the time that has been accrued.  The board will check on it again in May to see how much remains for them.
B. Public Works:  
a. 2019 Street Project:  Ayres Associates held a Public Hearing on Monday, February 25, 2019 at 5:30 to discuss the project to the property owners.  There were no property owners that appeared for the hearing.
C. Public Safety:
a. On-Site Storage Container Ordinance:  Discussion of the attached ordinance would require an application submitted to the board for approval.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Nelson to adopt the 1st reading of Ordinance 2019-2 Chapter 1 Section 49-199
On-Site Storage Containers

Section 49-199

1. Purpose. The purpose of this Chapter is to protect the public health, safety, and welfare, and promote positive aesthetics on residential properties in the Village of Strum. This will be done so by regulating the placement of On-Site Storage Containers that are designed, and more suitable, for use as commercial storage, or for the transportation of goods or other cargo. 
2. Definitions. For the purpose of this Chapter, the term “On-Site Storage Container shall mean: 

a. Any container or vessel originally designed for, or used in, the packing, storage, shipping, movement or transportation of cargo, freight, goods, equipment or commodities; and/or

b. Any container or vessel designed to be, or capable of being, mounted or moved by rail, truck, or ship by means of being mounted on a chassis or other transport device, including portable on-site storage containers, or units having similar characteristics;

c. Any railroad cars, truck vans, converted mobile homes, trailers, recreational vehicles, bus bodies, vehicles, and similar pre-fabricated items originally built for purposes other than the storage of goods and materials;

3. Restrictions on On-Site Storage Containers on Residential Properties.

a. No On-Site Storage Container shall be permitted in any residentially-zoned district of the Village, or on any property within the Village for residential purposes. 

b. An On-Site Storage Container shall not be considered to be an “accessory building” under 48-249. 

c. Notwithstanding the provisions set forth in subsection (a) of this section, the temporary placement of portable On-Site Storage Containers on residentially-zoned properties, or on properties the primary use of which are residential, for the limited purpose of temporary storage to accommodate a move, a remodeling project, or the clean-up of a casualty loss, shall be permitted for a period of time not exceeding sixty (60) days in any one calendar year. 

d. Notwithstanding the provisions set forth in subsection (a) of this section, licensed and bonded contractors may use On-Site Storage Containers for the temporary location of an office, or the temporary storage of equipment, and/or materials during construction which is taking place on the property where the Container is located, if the use of the Container is authorized pursuant to a village building permit as discussed below. 

4. Permit Required. 

a. A building permit is required prior to placement of an On-Site Storage Container larger than 100 square feet in the area that is otherwise allowed under this Ordinance. The proposed On-Site Storage Container must be accessory to the permitted use of the property, and shall meet the setback requirements of the underlying zone. 

b. On-Site Storage Containers shall not be stacked above the height of a single container. 

c. On-Site Storage Containers shall not be used for any advertising purpose and shall be kept free of all alpha numeric signage and writing. 

d. As a condition of placement, On-Site Storage Containers may be required to be fenced or screened from abutting properties and/or rights-of-way pursuant to the provisions of the underlying zoning regulations. 

e. On-Site Storage Containers shall be in an approved designated area and on the same property as the principal use and be included in the calculation of overall lot usage. 

f. On-Site Storage Containers shall not occupy required off-street parking, loading, or landscaping areas. 

g. Materials stored within Storage Containers are subject to inspection and approval by local and state fire officials. 

5. Violation-Penalties. 

a. A violation of the provisions of this Chapter shall be deemed to be a municipal infraction and subject to enforcement and remedial action as permitted thereunder. 

EFFECTIVE DATE.  This ordinance shall take effect after passage and publication.

b. Amendment to Solid Waste Ordinance:   A motion was made by Windjue and seconded by Gerritts to adopt the 2nd reading of Ordinance 2019-1 Chapter 1 Section 32-94 

Amendment to Solid Waste Ordinance

Section 32 – 94

Sec. 32-94, - Authorized garbage collector.


No person other than an authorized collector shall collect or interfere with any garbage after it shall have been put into a garbage receptacle and deposited in the proper place for the collector, nor shall any unauthorized person molest, hinder, delay or in any manner interfere with an authorized garbage collector in the discharge of his duties.

(A)  RECYCLABLE REFUSE COLLECTION.  No person shall engage in the business of collecting recyclables materials in the Village without first obtaining from the Village of Strum authorization to do so.  Any authorized collector shall be required to sign a contract, is expected to abide by provisions of that contract and pay the applicable fee of $250.00.

(B) SOLID WASTE COLLECTION.  No person shall engage in the business of collecting solid waste in the Village without first obtaining from the Village of Strum authorization to do so.  Any authorized collector shall be required to sign a contract, is expected to abide by provisions of that contract and pay any applicable fees.  

(C) REVOCATION OR SUSPENSION OF AUTHORIZATION.  The Village Board may revoke or suspend any authorization issued under this Ordinance for cause after hearing, and on (3) days’ notice to the person having received such authorization thereof.

EFFECTIVE DATE.  This ordinance shall take effect after passage and publication.

D. Miscellaneous:

A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Windjue to lift the ATV ban across the bridge and allow the route to go down 5th Avenue to Oak Street or Elm Street.  Motion carried.  There will be signs showing the route change at Oak Street and Elm Street.
