Meeting called to order:

Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied With:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Bjerke to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on February 8, 2021, as printed.  Motion carried.

Reports from officers:   

A. Clerk:
a. Property & Liability Insurance Renewal:  Loken reported that the insurance costs have gone down and there will now be a cyber insurance plan.
b. Operator’s License:  A motion made by Stendahl and seconded by Thompson to approve the Operator’s License for Wyatt C. Nelson.  Motion carried.
c. Picnic License:  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Nelson to approve the Class B Beer license for the Beef River Bullfrogs.  Motion carried.
Committees:  
A. Public Works:
a. Spruce Street Project:  Gareth Shambeau appeared and gave an update on the project.  An ad requesting bids will be sent to the Tri-County News for publication.  The bid opening will be on Wednesday, April 7th at 11:00 a.m.  A motion by Stendahl and seconded by Thompson to proceed with the project and receive bids.  Motion carried.
B. Public Welfare:

a. Crystal Lake Campground:  The 2021 camping season will open with 100% capacity.  The restrooms will be cleaned to the Covid-19 standards. 
C. Joint Sewerage Commission:  The Davy Engineering invoices need to be gone over for payment approval.  Nelson will schedule a commission meeting to get this done.
D. Miscellaneous:
a. Strum Community Trails:  Junior Prudlick spoke with a logger to see if the hillside would have the possibility to be logged.  The logger stated that there was not a lot of mature timber that could be cut.  They will be talking to the county forester to see if the pines on the property could be thinned out.  It was also discussed that there have been motorized vehicles on the trails.  The board agreed that there should be no motorized vehicles or equipment on the trails to avoid damage.  Signage will be put up to make the public aware.
b. Crystal Lake:  The Crystal Lake District will schedule a meeting to start discussing the option and process of dredging the lake.  The DNR Warden Lowry was inquiring on the restocking to the aquatic animals and he assisted with the fish study to see the count of fish.  This will help determine how many were lost in the dam timber failure.
c. Dam Breakout:  Mark Steffenson from the Wisconsin DNR said that he would like to have the logs that are currently in the dam to settle and then replace the scabbed-on timbers with new ones.  
Approval of Vouchers:  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Bjerke to pay the following bills.  Check #’s 5040 thru 5095.   Motion carried.

Adjournment:  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Thompson to adjourn at 7:09 p.m.  Motion carried.
