MINUTES OF REGULAR BOARD MEETING

May 13, 2019
The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village office on Monday, May 13, 2019.
Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present:  Berge, Thompson, Windjue, Heidenreich, Nelson and Stendahl.  
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied With:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Stendahl to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on April 8, 2019, as printed.  Motion carried.

Appearances by Citizens and Others:   

A. VFW – Pavilion in Veteran’s Park:    Emily Wojcik, a local Girl Scout, is working towards her Gold Award which is earned by accumulating 80 hours of community service.  She would like to help build a pavilion in Veteran’s Park for the local VFW branch.  It will be a 24’ X 40’ pavilion and she is doing donations to fund the construction.  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Berge to approve the project and construction of the pavilion.  Motion carried.
B. Kris Monson appeared on behalf of Strum Community Foundation and updated the Village Board about the upcoming improvements that they will be doing.  The ballfield will be getting new fencing this summer.  The car show will be moved closer to the road during Brutusfest to hopefully bring in more people to the event.  Monson stated that there are many events planned again for this year.
Reports from officers:   
A. Zoning Commissioner:

a. Bullfrog Estates – Lots 5 & 6:  Building permit to construct twin home.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Nelson to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.

b. Rusty Franson – 113 Hawthorn Street:  Building permit to build a 14’ X 22’ shed.  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Windjue to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.

c. Lori Franson:  Building permit to build an 8’ X 10’ shed.  A motion was made by Windjue and seconded by Thompson to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.

d. Roger Klopp – 314 Maple Street:  Building permit to build a 20’ X 24’ garage.  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Thompson to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.

B. Police Chief:
a. The Osseo Police Department is doing a fundraiser for a new K-9 in their department.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Windjue to make a donation of $1,000.00 to the Osseo Police Department K-9 fund.
C. Clerk:
a. Operator’s License:  Skylar A. Evenson – Countryside Cooperative.  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Berge to approve the Operator’s License.  Motion carried.  
b. Open Book has been scheduled for Tuesday, May 28, 2019 from the hours of 12:00 pm to 2:00 pm. 
c. Board of Review has been scheduled for Tuesday, June 4, 2019 from 5:00 pm to 7:00 pm.
Committees:  
A. Personnel:  
a. The Flexible Time-off report was reviewed.  
B. Public Works:  
a. 2019 Street Project:  Olson reported that Haas has started the road construction project earlier than expected.  They are expediting the project and it is going well.
C. Public Welfare:
a. Erosion Concerns:  Olson discussed the erosion that was happening below the dam.  The north side needs to be done and extend the south side to prevent any further erosion.  Erickson Excavating is getting a bid together to present to the board.  There also is an issue with some of the boards in the dam.  Dave Berge will talk with Gary Barone and see what the issue is and how it can be fixed.
b. Seasonal Campground Agreement:  There were concerns on the Seasonal Agreement that was supposed to be given to the campers.  A meeting will be set up to discuss the issues and concerns.
D. Finance:
a. There was an offer on lots 171 and 181 in the Prairie East Addition in the amount of $24,500.00.  A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Thompson to not approve the sale of the two lots for that price.  Motion carried.

E. Miscellaneous:  
a. Dave Berge would like to develop a flag display at the intersection of 5th Ave N. and Highway 10.  He suggested that the four flags be taken down and a display of an American Flag, Wisconsin Flag and a Community in Unity Flag be placed on poles located on the corner by the cemetery.  Berge will do some research as to removing a power pole that is not used and see what needs to be done to complete this project.
