The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village office on Monday, November 12, 2018.
Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present:  Gerritts, Thompson, Booth, Nelson and Stendahl.  Windjue was absent.
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied With:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Thompson to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on October 8, 2018, as printed.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Gerritts and seconded by Thompson to approve the minutes from the Special Village Board Meeting held on October 29, 2018, as printed.  Motion carried.

Appearances by Citizens and Others: 
A. Dave & Marlys Bjorklund:  Bjorklund’s wanted to thank the Village Board and Police Department for taking care of the issues with their neighbor’s property.  The property has been cleaned up and progress has been made.
Reports from officers:   
A. Zoning Commissioner:  Bull Frog Estates Twin Home:  Building permit to construct a twin home.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Nelson to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.

B. Clerk:
a. General Election Update:  Loken reported that there was 437 voters that voted in the General Election on November 6, 2018.  There were many new voters that came out to vote.
Committees:  
A. Finance:  
a. Budget Review & Budget Hearing:  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Booth to approve the proposed 2019 Budget.  Motion carried.  The Budget Hearing will be held Thursday, November 29, 2018 at 5:00 pm.
b. Viking Golf & Dine, LLC:  The current lease will be up on December 31, 2018.  The Village Board informed Missy that they would like to know her intentions at the December meeting so they know how to proceed.
B. Personnel:
a. The Personnel Committee recommended that Valley Benefits would be the new insurance agent and to switch health insurance from WEA Trust to Starmark.  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Nelson to approve Option 2 through Valley Benefits.  Motion carried.

C. Public Welfare:
a. Update of Committee Meeting: The committee met and discussed the Campground Managers Agreement and the Seasonal Campground Agreement.  Jeremy Shermo was not at the meeting to discuss the agreements.  There are some changes that will be made and presented to the committee at a later date.
D. Solid Waste Management:

a. Recycling Committee has proposed an increase in the demo box rates.  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Booth to increase the rates effective January 1, 2019.  Motion carried.  A complete list will be included in with the property tax bills notifying residents.
E. Miscellaneous:
a. A question came up about the storage pods that a few residences have in town.  There currently are two of them and there is no restrictions on them.  The Public Safety Committee will schedule a meeting to go over the possible regulations of them.

b. North American Fly contacted the village about the drainage ditch behind them.  They are needing to dig it out.  They filled out a permit in the Village of Strums name to submit to the WIDNR.  This is not something that the village will be doing. 

F. Approval of Vouchers and Journal Entries:  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Gerritts to pay the following bills.  Check #’s 39109 thru 39171.   Motion carried.
