President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Nelson to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on September 13, 2021, as printed.  Motion carried.

Appearances by Citizens and Others:

Reports from officers:   
A. Zoning Commissioner:
a. Kevin Rivard submitted a building permit to place a double wide trailer to replace the existing trailer on his lot. A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Thompson to approve the building permit with the contingency that the old trailer is removed within 60 days of the start of the laying of the foundation.  Motion carried.
Committees:  
A. Public Works:

a. Update on Spruce Street Project:  The project has been completed and the Certificate of Substantial Completion was done.  There are a few things that remain open to have completed.  Once they are completed, and the 4th Pay Request will be submitted for the November Board Meeting.
b. Tennis Courts:  The tennis courts are still being removed.  McCabe Construction was going to help with their equipment; but they ran out of time with the street project issues.
B. Finance Committee:

a. Viking Golf Course:  There was someone that showed interest in leasing the Viking Golf Course and clubhouse.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Bjerke to obtain business plans from the interested parties and submit them to the Finance Committee.  Motion carried.
b. Upcoming Budget Meetings:  There will be budget meetings on Thursday, October 14, and Monday, October 25 at 5:30 pm to prepare the 2022 Village Budget.
C. Recycling Committee:  Nelson was absent last month and stated that the Recycling Committee had met in early September and discussed the 2022 budget.  
D. Personnel Committee:

a. The flexible time off was reviewed.  With the continuing discussions on comp time, the board asked if Loken would reach out to Attorney Schaumberg to review the Employee Handbook to verify if the compensatory time that is explained is accurate with the state regulations.
E. Miscellaneous:
a. Crystal Lake District Dredging Update:  Boehne signed the contract to have Ayres start the measurements and get the process started.  There will be more information at a later date.
b. Bullfrog Estates Update:  At the September meeting, there was discussion on Bullfrog Estates lots.  A letter was sent to the property owner, and they have done some mowing and clean-up.  We will continue to monitor the lots to make sure they are kept up.
Approval of Vouchers:  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Thompson to pay the following bills.  Check #’s 5393 thru 5450.   Motion carried.
