The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village Community Room on Monday, October 9, 2023.
Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present:  Berge, Thompson, Nelson, Bjerke, and Rindal.  Stendahl was absent.
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied with:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Bjerke to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on September 11, 2023, as printed.  Motion carried.

Appearances by Citizens and Others:   

A. Jeremy Hanson – Regarding Strum Residence LLC – Hanson has been to meetings regarding the Strum Residence LLC taking garbage out through the front door and going through his lawn.  He is requesting that they be contacted and have them take the garbage out of the back entrance.  The employees are still smoking on the sidewalk in front of his house, which he is not happy about.  Rindal will schedule a meeting with Dennis Paragas, the owner, Chief Marsolek, Jeremy Hanson and himself to get this resolved.

B. Tim Mitchell – Alley Parking – Mitchell did not show for the meeting.

C. Leland Christianson – Commercial Property – Christianson addressed the board regarding North American Fly.  He has taken down a building and would like to rebuild with loading docks.  Currently his workers go onto 5th Avenue to bring barrels to another building.  He would like to construct a fence to contain barrels, pallets, and trailers to keep them out of site.  This would also allow access through the property without having to go on the main street.  Christianson is asking that his property be rezoned to commercial to allow this to happen.  A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Bjerke to have the property rezoned pending surveying of the property.  Motion carried.

A. Clerk’s Report:

B. Zoning Commissioner:
a. Steve Hansche – 403 – 5th Avenue S. – 28’X28’ Garage – Motion made by Thompson and seconded by Nelson to approve the building permit for the garage.  Motion carried.
Committees:  
A. Public Safety:

a. Berge/Darling Property Line:  Olson & Weber went and measured where Darling’s garage was on the property.  It is not impeding on Berge’s property.  It is the boards opinion that the Village will not be involved in the dispute due to the fact they are in compliance with the variance that they requested before the garage was built.
B. Public Works:

a. Alley Construction Project:  Gareth Shambeau of Ayres Associates presented the #4 pay application from Gerke Excavating.  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Thompson to pay the #4 Pay Application in the amount of $252,442.71.  Motion carried.  
C. Personnel Committee:
a. The flexible time off was reviewed.
b. Personnel Reviews will be scheduled.
c. Bill Rindal graduated from Police Academy on Friday, October 6, 2023, and will be starting as a full-time officer on October 30, 2023.
D. Recycling Committee:

a. The committee met regarding the change in hauler at the center.  Hilltopper will be done as of October 15th.  The committee contacted Waste Management, GFL and Johnson Rolloff.  The committee recommended Johnson Rolloff for the new hauler.  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Berge to approve the contract with Johnson Rolloff.  Motion carried.
E. Joint Sewerage Commission:  
a. WPDES Permit:  Nelson will reach out to the sewer commission to schedule a meeting to discuss the WPDES Permitting process.
F. Miscellaneous:
a. Community Room Update:  Berge stated that he will contact Libersky to complete the project.
b. Set Budget Meetings:  Boehne set meetings on October 23, 2023 and November 6, 2023 at 5:00 pm to prepare the budget for 2024.
Approval of Vouchers:  A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Nelson to pay the following bills.  Check #’s 6629 thru 6684.   Motion carried.
