MINUTES OF REGULAR BOARD MEETING

The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village Community Room on Monday, September 13, 2021.
Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:32 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present:  Berge, Thompson, Rindal and Bjerke. Stendahl and Nelson were absent.  
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied with:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Rindal to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on August 16, 2021, as printed.  Motion carried.

Appearances by Citizens and Others:   

A. Melissa Evenson – Viking Golf & Dine LLC:  Melissa came and gave an update on the Viking Golf & Dine operations.  They are up in memberships and cart shed rentals.  Melissa has replaced the ramp as well as the carpeting.  She is looking into new barstools as well.  Frisbee golf is starting up and has been a great addition.
B. Dawn Hering – Strum Public Library:  Hering apprised the Village Board of the different library programs that are currently going on as well as coming up.  There are reading challenges starting in January for adults and children of all ages.  Hering will plan on doing quarterly updates for the board, so they are aware of things that are planned.
Reports from officers:   

A. Clerk:
a. Rolling Meadows of Strum:  Dennis Paragas from Rolling Meadows is organizing a Concert in the Park.  This will be in Woodland Park on Wednesday, September 15th at 6:00 pm.  This is something that he would consider doing on a regular basis if there is interest and something that community would enjoy.
b. Operator’s License:

i. Amanda M. Knudtson at Foolish Pleasure Firehouse and Rachael J. Dordal at Alcivia – A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Bjerke to approve the Operator’s License.  Motion carried.

B. Zoning Commissioner:
a. Kevin Rivard had spoken to Brad Olson about purchasing a double-wide trailer to replace the existing trailer on his lot.  He is wondering if this would be possible to do and what the requirements would be.  A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Thompson to approve the transfer of his existing trailer to a double-wide if he is putting down a permanent foundation.  Motion carried.
Committees:  
A. Public Works:

a. Gareth Shambeau informed the board that the 1st layer of asphalt went down, and clean-up will be done this week.  They did lose time with the crushed pipe issues. They have gone over the time allotted for the project, but no liquidated damages will be assessed.  Shambeau presented the 3rd pay request in the amount of $213,654.70 which is through the underground utilities.  They are anticipating paving to be started by the end of the week if all goes smoothly.  A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Thompson to approve the third pay application to McCabe Construction in the amount of $213,654.70.  Motion carried.
b. Water Plant:  On August 25th, a power line was hit while digging in a service on Elm Street.  There was a locate done; but it was off approximately 10 feet.  With the hitting of the line, the plant lost one phase of the power which affected the dehumidifier and a starter at the water plant.  An insurance claim will be filed.
c. Maple Street Wellhouse:  There are one well on the northside of Maple Street that are inoperable.  There is currently a well on the south side that is working, but there is a leak in the intersection of 2nd Street S and Maple Street.  We do have numerous people that utilize this well, so we will fill up the tank manually for them to use.
B. Personnel Committee:
a. The flexible time off was reviewed.  
C. Miscellaneous:
a. Recycling Glass:  Berge stated that glass is not made up for the Recycling Grant monies and with the cost to dispose of our glass, it may be more beneficial to be utilized as road base if needed.
Approval of Vouchers:  A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Thompson to pay the following bills.  Check #’s 5342 thru 5392.   Motion carried.

Adjournment:  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Bjerke to adjourn at 8:03 p.m.  Motion carried.
